For over 300 years, the USPG family of mission
societies has been sharing God’s love through
practical action, and seeing lives transformed,
working hand-in-hand with the culture and context
of Church partners around the world.

At its annual conference this year, USPG agreed to
a new empbhasis on its historic branding and well-
known initials. USPG now stands for United Society
Partners in the Gospel.
